2-3. Passing Criteria

2-3-1. Passing Criteria

In order to pass NAT-TEST, a test taker is required to meet the following two
requirements:

1. A test taker is required to score a minimum of 25% marks in each section (See
2-3-2. the 25% Rule).

2. A test taker is required to score a minimum of the passing score in the aggregate
of all sections (The passing score of the test may vary by test).

2-3-2. The 25% Rule

Even if one has a total score which is above the passing score for the test, but
scored less than 25% on one or more of the individual sections, the test taker will fail
the test. This rule is intended to ensure an unbiased evaluation of each test taker's
Japanese language abilities.

The score report is issued only once.
