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1. Introduction

This is a final report of the results of the Japanese Language NAT-TEST October

Letter grades correspond to the following: A = top 20%, B = top
40%, C = top 60%, D = top 80%, E = bottom 20%, F = failed by acts of academic
dishonesty. In the column of passing determination, " < k §#&* * * " is printed for
passed test takers and “ <k k>kokkokok s printed for the failed examinees. The score
report is issued only once.

4-2. Certificate of Proficiency

We issue the certificate of proficiency with a photograph. The certificate of proficiency
is printed in black and white on A4 ivory paper. The score report is issued only once.

4-3. Institution Score Report

Upon request from institutions and organizations, such as Japanese language
school, university, and company, we issue Institution Score Report that contains the
score and photograph of concerned test takers. Institution Score Report is printed in
black and white on A4 sized white paper.
