2-3-1. Passing Criteria
In order to pass NAT-TEST, an examinee is required to meet the following two
requirements:
1. An examinee is required to achieve an overall score that exceeds the Overall
Pass Mark.
2. An examinee is required to score more than the Sectional Pass Marks on each
Scoring Section.

2-3-2. The Sectional Pass Marks

As the test aims to assess the overall Japanese language skills of examinee, the
Scoring Pass Marks for each Scoring Section is set as the ‘minimum score required
to pass’. Therefore, even if the overall score reaches the Overall Pass Marks, if any
of the Scoring Section have a score below the Scoring Pass Marks, the examinee will
fail the test. This rule, unique to the NAT-TEST, was implemented from the first test of
1989.
